Pine Island Community Garden
The Pine Island Community Garden is located on the corner of First Avenue NE and Second Street NE. Plots are 10 feet by 20 feet and will be rented at a cost of a $15. $10 of this will be a refundable deposit if your key is turned in on time and you followed the below rules. The remaining $5 will be used towards the maintenance of the garden. 
Contracts will be available by reaching out to the Pine Island Park Board Chair, Todd at 507-356-2040 or piparkboard@gmail.com. Plots will be at a one per family or organization on a first-reserved/paid basis.  If you wish more than one plot, Todd will hold your name and determine by June 1st if there are still plots open allowing you more than one. 
· Read the rules, completed application, signed the application and made the required deposit.
· Contracts, plot assignments and key distribution will take place on Wednesday, May 25th at the Community Garden site from 6-8pm, it will take about 5-10 minutes. 
· Removal of dead plants and weeds must be done by October 10th. 
· Plots must be kept clean! No weeds, over-ripe/diseased produce or plants/vines sprawling into paths or other plots not belonging to you. All plants must be contained within the boundaries of the garden plots. 
· Actively garden and maintain your plot. Any plot with numerous 2’ of taller weeds or that remains unharvested or obviously unattended for 3 weeks will be presumed abandoned and is subject to immediate forfeiture without refund. 
· Trellises are acceptable but must be removed by October 10th. 
· Garden plots may not be used to grow illegal plants, shrubs, trees or plants that do not bear vegetables, fruit or spices. Annual flowering plants are acceptable. 
· Gardens are accessible from 7:00am to 9:00pm, seven days a week. No gardening will be conducted outside this time frame. 
· Do not enter or pick from other plots without permission. 
· No pets in the Community Garden. Children must be accompanied by an adult and supervised at all times. 
· No smoking in the garden. 
· No herbicides or chemical pesticides are to be used. 
· The City of Pine Island & Park Board will till the garden plots in the spring and fall, provide water access, stake and number the plots.
· The City of Pine Island & Park Board assumes no liability for any injury, damages, theft or loss of property belonging to garden user participants, before, during or after their usage and/or lease. 
· The City of Pine Island & Park Board reserves the right to have full access to all garden plots at any time in order to ensure that all rules, regulations and laws are being observed and if necessary may terminate a garden plot lease or activity for the safety and welfare of the city property. 
· These rules are not all inclusive and are subject to change.  
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
