Pine Island Crafter & Farmers Market
2016 Policy and Guidelines

1. Pine Island Farmers Market is located at the Historic Creamery Building next to Trailhead Park in Pine Island, MN.
2. Pine Island Farmers Market hours are 2:00pm-7:00pm every Thursday from June 9th 2016 through September 15th 2016, weather permitting. 
3. Vendors can choose between an inside booth or an outside booth. 
4. A seasonal permit is available for $25. A single day permit is available at a fee of $5 as space allows. 
5. Vendors wishing to participate MUST complete the Pine Island Vendor Application and Agreement form listing contact information and items to be sold. Return it with the appropriate fees. Applications should be submitted by May 27th with fees to be assured the best possible opportunity for a space. Applications after May 27th will be accepted as space allows. Applications must be submitted, approved and fees paid before exhibiting. Fees for unacceptable applications will be returned. 
6. Vendors may not sell any items not approved or shown in their market application. The Pine Island Park Board reserves the right to direct a vendor to remove products. Reselling is not allowed. 
7. Vendors MUST display their Pine Island City Permits, any licenses and/or signage required under the MN Dept of Agriculture rules.
8. Vendors may set-up 1 hour prior to the market opening. Vendors are encouraged to stay to the end of the market. If a vendor is not present by 2pm their space maybe reassigned for that week. If a seasonal permit holder is not going to be present for a week they are encouraged to communicate this with Todd Pine Island Park Board Chair (507-356-2040 or piparkboard@gmail.com) so space can be allowed effectively. 
9. Vendors are responsible for providing canopies, displays, etc. 
10. A space is 12x12 or the size of a parking stall. Electricity is available on a limited basis. 
11. Stall assignments will be made by a representative of the Pine Island Park Board. A seasonal permit holder will have an assigned space for the duration of the market. A single day permit holder be assigned space on a weekly basis. A space shall not be sublet by a space holder. 
12. The Pine Island Park Board reserves the authority to move and/or reassign stall space to enhance or facilitate market operations at any time during the season. 
13. Vendors are responsible for assuring customer satisfaction of all goods sold, for following all application laws and for obtaining required permits/licenses. 
14. Vendors are responsible for keeping the area clean, please be sure all trash is bagged and taken with you for proper disposal. 
15. Fees collected from permits will be used to purchase advertising and signage for the Pine Island Farmer’s Market. The City of Pine Island and the Pine Island Park Board has agreed to provide the building space and electricity at no charge.

17. By renting a stall, vendors agree to abide by the Pine Island Farmers Market Policy and Guidelines, rules set forth by the MN Dept of Agriculture and any other applicable laws. Vendors in violation will be asked to leave and their season permit terminated without refund. Vendors who choose not to sign or have been terminated will not be allowed to sell their products on any Pine Island City Property or Parks.
